	Students are introduced to the Formal elements of Art.
They explore line, tone, texture shape and pattern during the first Term. They will become familiar with a wide range of artists, both traditional and more contemporary.
Students will draw their own Still Life before learning all about Colour Theory. Painting skills will be developed by completing an A3 monochrome piece focussing on variation of tone.
	Understanding the formal Elements of Art

Exploration of mark making techniques using different types of pencils and pen.

How to use line to create patterns, looking at the work of Orla Kiely, Paul Smith, Bridget Riley. 


	Developing observational drawing skills by drawing simple and more complex man -made objects. 

Experimentation with different types of shading techniques such as hatching, cross hatching and contour shading.

Final outcome of an A4 pencil drawing of a Still Life
	
	Introduction of Colour Theory and the meaning of colours. Students will demonstrate their understanding of this by competing an A4 painted colour wheel. They will be aware of paint consistency and develop accuracy in applying paint. They will be aware of primary, secondary, complimentary and tertiary colours.
They will practise creating tints and tones of paint.
Students will become familiar with artists that have used Colour to create mood and atmosphere and will complete their own research by doing virtual gallery visits to create a ppt showing their choices.

	Students will learn how to enlarge by using a grid and will transpose their earlier still Life drawing onto A3 paper. Painting skills will be developed and competing this using tints and tones of one colour

Developing contextual and cultural connections through the introduction of art movements and artists. Students use laptops to investigate Impressionism, Pop Art, Cubism and a Movement of their choice.
	
	Students will be exploring pattern, colour, texture, line and shapes in non-Western Art.

Students to use laptops to research different types of cultural patterns Indian, Mexican and African.

Students look at symmetry and repetition to create a variety of madala’s.

	Students to improve understanding of surface decoration through creating a repeated print using poly block

Students will be exploring media and material performance by investigating relief, layering of raised surfaces.

	Students explore Still-life through a Project called ‘Natural Forms’ Students will have the experience of using a wide variety of different dry and wet media when completing studies of fruit, leaves, flowers, shells, plants and bark. Some work will be from direct observation as well as from imagery. 
They will look at the History of Still Life and study work from 15th C up to the present day. 


	Students will understand the structural composition of natural objects through observational studies and how 2-dimensional forms can be made to appear 3-dimensional using shading and perspective. 

They will do this by doing continuous line drawings of fruit, fruit bowl still life and charcoal drawings of shells, oil pastel oranges.
	Developing their understanding of the formal elements.
Experimental drawing from observation using wet/dry media.

Students will do watercolour flowers, powder paint bark and pen drawings of leaves.



	
	Developing contextual and contemporary connections and artist research through looking at how Still Life representation have changed over time. 

They will show their understanding through mind-map double page with examples.

In depth study of a Vanitas Still life and a more contemporary artist (copy and analysis)


	Combination of media students to produce a mixed media outcome based on still life. They will be using skills and what has been learned through the media exploration as well as  responding to the artists studied
.
	
	Experimentation of 2D into 3D using mixed media investigating texture, line and form. 


Design development and refinement through a 3D outcome. 
Material tests – exploring areas of positive space, for example: blocking out areas of the wire construction, segments.

	The purpose of view finders and using them on the sculpture to select areas and create compositional studies for drawings.

Extending the drawing practice in a wide range of media and combinations through developing the 3D outcome in to a 2D body of work.

	Students will be exploring the Theme of Conflict and Portraiture. They will be developing and embedding their understanding of the formal elements of Art by completing a mixed media collage based on War, followed by creating their own Graffiti style Tags. They will look at different types of street art and develop their own ideas into a personal piece inspired by the work of Keith Haring and Craig Martin. During the Portraits Project they will learn about facial proportion study artists and complete a pencil and painted self portrait.

	Students will identlfy a broad range of ideas by completing mind map on Conflict. 
Drawing skills will be developed by copying images linked to the theme of war and students will create a collage mixed media outcome which has meaning, by combining imagery and text.
	Students will complete independent research on different types of Graffiti and create their own tags using a variety of different coloured mediums. They will study and compare the work of Keith Haring and Craig Martin. .
	
	Students will be responding to the artists by creating personal symbols and will create 2 composition ideas for an outcome based on previous research on Graffiti and Street Art.

They will be developing use with colour by doing a watercolour wash with tonal acrylic and or oil pastel subject matter.

	Introduction to Portraits by exploring facial features in a variety of media and scales.
They will explore emotion and expression in the drawing work.
All students will draw an A4 pencil self- portrait from direct observation
	
	Students will be exposed to a wide range pf portrait artists and  will make a double page presentation in their books before choosing one artist to do in depth analysis of.
	Students will respond to their chosen artist by completing another portrait or self portrait in colour.
