	By the end of the year students will be able to confidently select relevant secondary sources to produce sensitive, articulate and detailed observational work that demonstrates an embedded knowledge of the formal elements. They will be able to critically analyse artists’ work and produce a thought provoking visual analysis in a refined way. They will be more confident in experimenting with a wider variety of media and have had experience in working on a much larger scale.

	Skills Half Term
Component 1 
Students will explore the Formal Elements of Art through studying Still Life. They will develop their skills in a wide range of drawing mediums including pencil, charcoal, pen and ink. They will research Still Life artists and do an oil painting of a still life arrangement from direct observation.  
 

	Students will produce a broad range of research work around this theme. They will be using photography to explore portraiture and their home environments. Practical work will be based around the subject matter they choose to explore within this theme. They will experiment with ‘Chiarascuro’ and be encouraged to work on larger scale pieces of work. 
	
	Students will be researching their personal theme by collecting imagery, taking photographs and doing work from direct observation. They will find a wide range of artists to link with their ideas. They will produce in depth analysis of their chosen artists. Students will respond to the different artist styles using different materials such as collage, oil pastel, print, charcoal and paint.

	Students are developing and refining their Personal Portfolios. Students will be exploring and developing their own personal themes whilst producing sensitive, articulate and detailed observational work that demonstrates an embedded knowledge of the formal elements. They will be learning to critically analyse artists’ work and produce a thought provoking visual analysis in a refined way. Students will be able to exploit the qualities of materials independently and skilfully through experimentation and be able to critically evaluate and articulate the outcomes.
 
	Component 1/Personal Study -
The contextual personal study will be introduced and students will have Art History Presentations to enhance their understanding of Art Movements and timelines. Students will then independently choose a question or title for their personal study which links to their practical work. They will need to find relevant artists and create a plan for the structure of the essay (3000 words). The first draft of the essay should be completed by end of October
	Component 1 Practical
Students will continue exploring their chosen themes. They will be researching relevant artists and be responding to these through their practical work. They will be exploring composition in readiness for completing a larger scale outcome. Students will also be revisiting their contextual essay to make improvements.
Students will be reviewing and refining their portfolio work.
