	Previously in Year 9 students have explored a range of practitioners and performance styles allowing them to build and develop their skills and understanding in preparation for developing devising work in Y10.  Students have also explored interpretation of script work and the development of character in preparation for study of a set text.
	Students will explore the theory and practice of practitioner/ techniques and how to apply this to creation of own work.  They will also be introduced to a range of stimuli which will provoke thought and imagination. 

In addition they will begin to learn about key job roles within the theatre industry as well as new staging configurations used in performance. 
	Students will continue to develop understanding of devising techniques and will look specifically at Frantic Assembly and how their approach of building blocks are used in performance.

They will also be introduced to the play Billy Elliot the Musical where they will build on their appreciation of live theatre focusing specifically on how the actors and elements all compliment the performance. 
	
	Students will continue to develop understanding of a range of devising techniques and practitioners such as Artaud and Brecht in preparation for their Devising unit.

Students will continue to engage with the play Billy Elliot identifying specific scenes which are analysed and evaluated in detail. 
	Student will rehearse and created a final devised performance based on an exploration of stimuli.  They will use the range of devising techniques explored in their lessons within the piece.

This performance forms part of Component 2 and is marked out of 20.
	
	Students will complete their written coursework documenting the devising process.  This is marked out of 60.  They will explain how the project has been researched, rehearsed and devised and then evaluate and analyse the final performance.  

Students will also respond to feedback in order to submit final submissions before the end of the year.  
	Students will be introduced to the play Blood Brothers and encouraged to recall their studies of this play in Year 9 English.   The full play will be read with a focus on characterisation and the application of physical and vocal skills in performance.

	Y10 allows them to start building their knowledge of the set text and this is natural progression from Y10 in which students continue to develop their understanding of the set text practically and theoretically.  Development of practical skills can be explored and applied further to scripted examination.
	Students will understand all aspects of the written exam (Component 1) and study exam technique both practically and theoretically for Blood Brothers and Billy Elliot.  
	Students will continue to develop exam technique in preparation for the PPE exams and understand the requirements and skills necessary for this.

Students will also be exploring specific texts chosen for them in preparation for Component 3.  They will read, explore and analyse the script in a practical manner. 
	Formal Assessment – Full Component 1 Paper

	Students will embed and refine performance skills and final extracts in preparation for final performance exam (Component 3 20%) and perform this to a visiting examiner. 

They will continue to complete examination technique for Component 1.
	This term will be final revision and revisiting key scenes and exam technique for both Blood Brothers and Billy Elliot.   Students will continue to sit and explore focussed time questions in the lesson.
