On entering the site, you can choose to enter as a teacher, parent or student.

Entering as a teacher or a parent allows you to customise questions for existing ted talks.
Transcripts are often available in a broad range of languages.
The main ted talks website is great for listening and reading academic language. Especially important for post-16.
